Thursday evening we will forego the traditional awards
banquet, weather permitting, and enjoy a luau by the water, §§
and will celebrate a few worthy award winners for 2015 as §
part of an abbreviated program.

The last formal changes to FSBPA’s Bylaws were approved
by the General Membership on September 23, 2010. That
packet of changes was narrowly-defined and targeted to
address structural and policy changes associated with our
) transition from a contract-managed to self-administered

ImaSEORegtion Soclety” At the February 4, 2015, Board Meeting, the Chair, Richard
" Bouchard, appointed a Bylaws Review Committee made up
of Don Donaldson (Chr.), Steve Boutelle, and the Chair. Its sole purpose was to undertake a
periodic five-year bylaws review. The entire Board of Directors was given the opportunity to review
existing bylaws as well as discuss and suggest changes at both the May and July Board Meetings.
Two issues evolved and were discussed at these meetings. They addressed (1) the Executive
Committee length of service sequence and possible conflict with terms of board members, and (2)
designation of the voting member for general memberships with multiple votes.

The two proposed bylaws amendments were then reviewed by our legal counsel, Linda Shelley, and
sent to the review committee for their consideration. On July 27, they were approved by the Bylaws
Review Committee by formal motion. These two amendments were then distributed to the Board of
Directors for vote on a motion to approve (unanimous, August 7) and instruction to record a
procedural transmittal vote by the Board at our September 23 meeting, prior to the General
Membership vote the following day at the Annual meeting.

Discussion: Amendments to Article IV, section 4.3 and Article VI, section 6.1:

Article 1V, section 4.3, of the current bylaws states members with multiple votes shall appoint one
voting delegate who is authorized to cast the ballot of said member. FSBPA has never requested
voting members to formally designate a voting delegate but should for accountability. The following
proposed language is the least burdensome administrative approach:

“Annual membership renewals shall include notice that the individual receiving the
membership invoice is the designated voting member unless another individual is formally
identified with payment of dues.”

To address the frequently noted disconnect between the limitation on two consecutive 3-year board
terms, and the four-member Executive Committee and its limiting impact on officer availability and
demonstrated experience, after the first sentence of 6.1, insert:

“There may be one additional Director on the Board for a period of one year in the event that
the immediate past chair position on the Executive Committee, as set forth in Section 7.4
herein, requires a one-year extension of the second consecutive term of the person filling
that position.”

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2015-16 Legislative Calendar Update

The Florida Legislature convened for Special Session B August 10 and it goes
through August 21 to amend several Congressional Districts. The Florida
Legislature will conduct Special Session 2015 C from October 19 through
November 6 to enact a new map for Florida's Senate districts. Special Session
C was arranged to coincide with two previously scheduled interim committee
weeks to reduce additional time and expense associated with travel to
Tallahassee. Additionally, interim committee weeks will take place September
16-18, October 5-9, November 16-20, and November 30-December 4.

The 2016 Regular Session will convene January 12, 2016 rather than the
traditional March start, and is scheduled to conclude March 11, 2016.

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Construction of the Venice Beach H
Segment - Sarasota County Beach
Erosion Control Project - August 2015 US Army Corps

Nourishment of the Venice Beach Segment Sarasota County Shore Protection Project began in January
2015. The work is in accordance to the anticipated 10 year cycle of nourishment for the Venice Beach
Segment, and is cost share 65.8% Federal and 34.2% non-Federal.

Great Lakes Dredge & Dock (GLDD) mobilized the Hopper Dredge Liberty Island and began delivering sand
to the beach on Sunday, January 18, 2015. Work began immediately-south of Granada Avenue (middle of
Venice Beach) and progressed northward to Venice Inlet. GLDD placed approximately 750,000 cubic-yards of
beach quality sand at an estimated cost of $15.9 million.

Sand for the beach nourishment has come from four offshore borrow areas (80, 8P, 8R, 8S), located 9.4
nautical miles southwest of Venice, FL. A series of screens were used to remove any foreign objects from
the sand such rocks and old shell casings.

The project was successfully completed in May 2015. The City of Venice, subsequently, organized the
“Celebrate the Sand” ceremony on June 5, 2015 to commemorate completion of the beach nourishment
project. Congressman Vern Buchanan was the keynote speaker of this ceremony. He commended the Corps
of Engineers on the excellent work done on the project. The Corps of Engineers, in partnership with the City
of Venice, achieved successful execution of beach nourishment at Venice Beach, Sarasota County, FL.

Workshop 5: Program Policy Change Regarding Conflicts of
Interest

The Florida Auditor General’s operational audit recommended that “Department

management establish a standardized review process and develop Program guidance for local sponsors addressing the
selection of contractors. The review process and guidance should address the identification of potential conflicts of
interest and require that project monitors be independent of the Program project phases they are to monitor.”

The Beach Management Funding Assistance program has hosted a series of webinars to define conflicts of interest and
develop a policy to mitigate potential conflicts of interest to maintain compliance with statutory authority in Chapter 287,
Florida Statutes. The policy change addresses conflicts of interest through transparency when state funding is used to
cost share in permit-required monitoring for beach and inlet management projects. To be eligible for state cost sharing,
monitoring activities will require:

e Direct and concurrent submittal of raw data and statistical analysis from the monitor to DEP/engineer/sponsor
o Draft reports from the monitor can be submitted along with final reports

o Multidisciplinary engineering firms and subcontractors working in support of the local sponsor must demonstrate
the ability to provide organizational/physical/electronic separation

Beach Management Funding Requests for FY16/17 are In!

The Legislature is starting early this year, so the application deadline for next year’s funding was July 31%".
The initial requested amount was $119.2 M, with sponsors of fifty-seven beach projects requesting $92.5M,
and sponsors of eighteen inlet projects asking for $26.7M. Program staff are now reviewing these
applications for eligibility and reductions due to funding remaining in existing contracts. All funding requests

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Rule Revisions to Chapter 62B-49, F.A.C. Almost Final

After two public workshops and two public hearings, revisions to Chapter 62B-49, F.A.C., Joint Coastal
Permits and Concurrent Processing of Proprietary Authorizations are nearing completion. These revisions
address legislation passed in 2012 providing for adoption of guidelines as rule, allowing expedited permitting
for maintenance projects, and the extending the duration of JCP permits. The revisions address
reorganizational changes, revise the permit application form, and promote electronic submittals.

Application submittal guidelines are incorporated into Section 62B-49.005, F.A.C., Application Requirements
and Processing Procedures.

Section 62B-49.0055, F.A.C., is entirely new. It establishes the procedures for expedited processing of Joint
Coastal Permit applications for maintenance projects. Beach and inlet management projects with no
substantial change to the project scope are eligible, provided that:

¢ Site conditions have not changed

¢ Physical monitoring demonstrated that the project performed according to design expectations

e The design interval was maintained

e Biological monitoring detected no additional adverse impacts resulting in compliance and enforcement
action, and

e All reporting and mitigation requirements have been met.

If a project qualifies for the expedited process, nineteen application items would no longer be required for
submittal, unless the use of a new borrow source is proposed, in which case fourteen items would no longer
be required.

Time limits on permits and authorizations are explained in Section 62B-49.011, F.A.C. Fifteen year permits
will be issued for projects, allowing multiple events, with an administrative modification available if two
maintenance or dredging disposal events have not yet been conducted. Permit extensions are available for
those with current permits issued for less than fifteen years.

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FWC Notice of Proposed Revisions to 68E-1, the Marine Turtle
Permit Rule, Including Workshop/Webinar Dates.

FWC has announced that the revised guidelines will be posted later this week on the FWC website.
These amendments are proposed to clarify and update existing rule language to reflect current proce-
dures for review and approval of applications, to add definitions for terms in the existing Rule and to
clarify criteria and timelines for review and approval of applications. Many of the proposed changes in
the rule and guidelines reflect comments and suggestions from our stakeholder meetings last year.
Many parts of the rule are not being changed, others were rearranged for clarity but overall the lan-
guage is the same as the existing rule (http://www.myfwc.com/license/wildlife/marine-turtle-permit/ ).

This is an open process, we want to hear from you about the proposed changes — how will they affect
what you do? Are there other changes not currently included that should be, or clarifications need-
ed? At this point, the rule is a draft document, and we are open to suggestions and changes provided
the language is consistent with the underlying statutes and federal requirements. You will have time
after the workshops/webinars to submit comments — the webinars are to go over new language in the
rule and guidelines and to answer questions as time permits. We plan for all four webinars to include
the same content.
