After the breach occurred, the Bureau and the County worked together to develop an
appropriate plan of action to close the breach. Without an emergency declaration by the
Governor, emergency permits were not available, and the Bureau committed to
expedite any necessary authorizations to fill the breach. There were several meetings
and telephone conversations with multiple agencies attempting to provide technical
assistance to the County. The breach grew quickly and it became apparent the original
proposal would no longer be a viable alternative, and any plan to restore a breach
would require a Joint Coastal Permit from the Bureau.

The Department’s involvement in a restoration project of the Summer Haven River
would be to review a Joint Coastal Permit application for removal of beach quality sand
and placement on the beach. The local municipality or county government is typically
the project sponsor and responsible for the permitting, design and construction of an
erosion control project that proposes the use of beach quality sand. During the
application review process, sediment data would be reviewed by the Department to
determine the extent of beach quality sand that could be used for beach placement.
